
Conditions of Participation in the „bookvibeZ Festival 2026” 

(House Rules) 

24-25th April 2026 (Friday-Satursay)  

Millenáris Building D – 1024 Budapest, Kis Rókus street 16-20. 

 

Participation in the ‘BookvibeZ Festival 2026’ (hereinafter: the Event) is at each visitor’s own risk. By 

registering for/purchasing a ticket to the Event, as well as by entering the venue, guests automatically 

accept the Event’s House Rules and the House Rules of Millenáris Tudományos Kulturális Nonprofit 

Limited Liability Company. The organizers do not assume liability for any injuries or illnesses occurring at 

the Event venue. The scope of these House Rules extends to all natural persons, legal entities, and other 

organizations without legal personality staying on the premises of the Event. 

The Event is organized in accordance with the official information and applicable laws in force at any given 

time; the organizers reserve the right to make changes. 

These House Rules constitute a supplementary regulation to the General Terms and Conditions (“GTC”) 

applicable to the Event, and shall always be interpreted together with and as an extension of the GTC.

Rules to be observed: 

• Entry to the Event area is only permitted with a valid ticket. Upon entry, the Organizer will 

exchange the validated ticket for a wristband. Access to each program within the Event area is 

only possible with the wristband that entitles the guest to that specific program. Wristbands are 

non-transferable. Only wristbands worn on the wrist and remaining intact are considered valid. 

The wristband must be worn by the Guest for the entire duration of its validity; the Organizers 

may check it upon entry, exit, and continuously throughout the Event. If a guest’s wristband is 

invalid, they must leave the Event area. Wristbands worn on the wrist are considered valid by 

default; however, in justified cases approved by the Organizer, the wristband may be worn on 

another limb from which it cannot be removed without damage. Lost or damaged wristbands 

will not be replaced or exchanged by the Organizer. 

 

• Only persons over the age of 16 may attend the Event independently. 

Participants aged between 14 and 16 may attend with a consent and liability statement signed 

by their legal representative, while children under the age of 14 may only attend when 

accompanied by an adult. During admission, in addition to presenting their ticket, individuals 

wishing to enter may be required by the Organizer to verify their age and their eligibility to 

participate. 

 

• Any person found in the Event area without authorization will be instructed by the Organizer to 

leave the premises. Anyone who fails to comply immediately may be escorted out by the 

Security Service. 

 

• Use of the cloakroom is free of charge for the entire duration of the Event. 

 

• It is prohibited to bring into the Event area any alcohol not purchased on-site, bottles, food, 

beverages, live animals (with the exception of assistance and guide dogs), children's toys, 

https://bookvibez.hu/assets/pdf/aszf_eventandmore_bookvibez_fesztival_260120_english_final.pdf


scooters, or any items that may pose a risk to property, personal safety, or public security, 

including sharp or cutting objects, or any other objects that may endanger the physical safety of 

visitors or staff. The Organizers may inspect such items upon entry to the Event area, may 

confiscate them within the Event premises, and may remove their owners from the Event or 

deny them entry. 

 

• Within the Event area, both indoors and outdoors, guests may only stay in areas designated for 

visitors. When using the grounds, particular care must be taken to protect tree roots, trunks, 

foliage, and the lawn surface. 

 

• If the number of visitors arriving at the Main Auditorium and/or other Event venues exceeds the 

limit determined by the Organizer, the Organizer is entitled to restrict, temporarily suspend, or 

deny further entry to the Main Auditorium and/or the building until the Organizer deems it safe 

to allow additional guests to enter. 

 

• All current public health and epidemiological measures apply within the Event area. Entry to the 

Event while ill is strictly prohibited. 

 

• Only furniture and equipment specifically placed for guest use may be used within the Event 

area, and exclusively at the guest’s own risk. All guests are required to use the Event venue’s 

building, its rooms, and any equipment and furniture in accordance with their intended purpose. 

The Organizer is not liable for any damages or injuries that may occur during the Event. 

 

• The following persons may be removed from the Event area without delay: 

➢ anyone who endangers or violates the life, physical safety, or property rights of others; 

➢ anyone who behaves in a disorderly manner or engages in conduct that would justify police 

intervention; incites hatred against members of other social groups, or, through aggressive 

behavior, disturbs the peace among attendees; 

➢ anyone whose behavior is capable of causing outrage or fear in others, or who endangers or 

disrupts the orderly and cultured conduct of the Event — including, but not limited to, 

individuals under the influence of alcohol or other intoxicating substances; 

➢ anyone who, despite being instructed to do so, fails to remove prohibited items from the 

Event area or refuses to hand them over to the security staff; 

➢ anyone who does not cooperate with the Organizers despite repeated requests; 

➢ anyone who uses the Event premises in a manner inconsistent with their intended purpose 

or fails to protect the environment (Millenáris Park), or who improperly handles or uses the 

equipment, furnishings, or the building itself located within the venue (Millenáris Building 

D). 

 

• The Organizer may take photo, audio, and video recordings of the Event for promotional 

purposes and to advertise the Event. Participants will necessarily appear in these recordings. By 

attending the Event, participants consent to the Organizer or any person acting on its behalf 

taking photo, audio, or video recordings of them, archiving such recordings, storing them in its 

database, and using them—whether in printed or electronic form—as part of the Organizer’s 

documentation, communication, and promotional activities in any manner and on any platform 

(including, in particular, its own websites and social media platforms in connection with its 

events), without any territorial, time-based, or quantitative limitation. The Organizer is further 

entitled to modify, reproduce, publish, or otherwise use such recordings. 



 

• The Event may not be used for the communication of political content, campaign messages, 

hate speech, or incitement, whether through clothing, accessories, performances, or any other 

activity. 

 

• To ensure the smooth conduct of the Event, only designated performers may access any of the 

stages during the ten minutes preceding the start of a performance, throughout its entire 

duration, and for five minutes following its conclusion. Unauthorized access to the stages during 

this time interval, as well as disturbing the performance through noise or any other means, is 

prohibited. Anyone who disrupts the performance may be removed from the Event area by the 

Security Service. 

 

• The Organizers are liable only for damages and injuries caused intentionally or through gross 

negligence on their part that harm human life, physical integrity, or health within the Event 

area. Beyond the rights granted to visitors under applicable laws, the Organizers expressly 

exclude liability for all other types of damage or loss. 

 

• Visitors acknowledge that the Event may be affected by weather conditions. For this reason, 

tickets cannot be refunded. 

 

• The Organizer reserves the right to change the program.
